INDIANA HIGH SCHOOL SWIMMING AND DIVING HALL OF FAME, INC.

BY-LAWS

ESTABLISHED APRIL 2006

ARTICLE I

     The name of the organization shall be the INDIANA HIGH SCHOOL SWIMMING AND DIVING HALL OF FAME, INC. (hereafter “Hall of Fame”).  It shall be a Not For Profit organization established to honor those athletes, coaches, and special contributors who have contributed to high school swimming and diving in the State of Indiana.  It will be a means of recognizing, preserving, and promoting swimming and diving in the state.

ARTICLE II

Purposes and Objectives

A. To honor the contributions and accomplishments of those individuals who are worthy of 

recognition as examples for others to emulate.

B. To provide appropriate individual awards to the inductees, the Doc Counsilman recipient, the Hobie Billingsly recipient and to establish and maintain a Hall of Fame plaque with the honorees names, or as hereafter designated to be located on the concourse of the IU Natatorium in Indianapolis.

C. To encourage mutual understanding, cooperation, and assistance between the Hall of Fame 

organization and other individuals and organizations directly and indirectly involved in the

promotion of high school swimming and diving.

D. To cooperate with and assist other organizations having purposes or objectives in whole or in

part similar to those of the Hall of Fame.

E. To develop, foster, and maintain standards for professional proficiency, ethics and fiscal responsibilities.

F. To honor the inductees at an awards ceremony.

G. To develop criteria for nominations and to maintain a selection process.

ARTICLE III

Elections

Section 1 - Board of Directors

a. The Board will be comprised of seven voting members.

            consecutive terms.

     d.   Replacement of an inactive Board member

    1.  A Board member shall be replaced if he/she fails to fulfill his/her duties.



2.  If the President of the Board feels there should be a replacement, it must be so stated 

                in writing to the Board and to the Board member.  The Board member is allowed a 

                response.

3.  The replacement shall follow the same selection process as indicated in 1a above.

Section 2 - Election of Board Officers

a. The Board shall elect from within the voting Board members to serve as President, 1st Vice   

      President, Secretary, and Treasurer, by majority vote of the Board.  These officers shall     

      serve a four year term and may serve an unlimited number of consecutive terms.  (For the 

      first election, the 1st Vice President and Secretary shall serve a two year term.)
ARTICLE IV

Duties of Officers and Auxiliary Chairpersons

Section 1 - Duties of the President

a. To notify the Board of all meetings and make appropriate arrangements.

b. To preside at all Board meetings in conjunction with Roberts Rules of Order.

c. To appoint all Chairpersons with Board recommendation and approval.  These chairpersons shall serve a two-year term and may serve an unlimited number of consecutive terms by Presidential appointment.

d. To write an annual goal worksheet during the first fall meeting with Board approval.

e. To keep an accurate record (in notebook and electronic format) of business transactions to be forwarded to the next President.

f. To oversee the administration of the By-Laws.

g. To submit any reports in written format at each Board meeting and to email said reports to 

      all Board members at least 7 days before each meeting for preview.

Section 2 - Duties of the 1st Vice President

a. To assume all duties of the President in his/her absence.

b. To perform other duties as designated by the President and/or Board.

   c.   To submit any reports in written format at each Board meeting and to email said reports to 

      all Board members at least 7 days before each meeting for preview.

Section 3 - Duties of the Secretary

a. To record and maintain the minutes of all meetings and proceedings of the Hall of Fame.

b. To carry out duties as assigned.

c. To aid in the assembly of mailings dealing with Hall of Fame business.

d. To submit a written report of the minutes at each Board meeting and to email said report to all Board members no more than 7 days AFTER each meeting for review.

Section 4 - Duties of the Treasurer

a.   To receive and deposit monies.

   b.   To pay bills.

   c.   To keep records of all financial transactions.

   d.   To submit a written financial report at each Board meeting and to email said report to all      

         Board members at least 7 days before each meeting for preview.

   e.   To file Federal, State, and Not For Profit forms in accordance with the Internal Revenue   

         Service.

   f.   To prepare an annual budget and present it at the first fall Board meeting to be 

         recommended and accepted by the Board.

ARTICLE V

Section 1 - Reimbursement

a. Reimbursement to Board members shall be made for postage, phone, and miscellaneous 

expenses.

  b.   Receipts and vouchers must be submitted to the treasurer for reimbursement.

ARTICLE VI

Section 1 – Amendments to By-Laws

a. Any proposed amendments can be submitted in writing by a Board member at any regular

or called meeting.

b. Adoption of proposed amendments shall be determined by a majority of Board present

constituting a quorum.

c. By-Laws of the Hall of Fame may be adopted, amended, or repealed by a majority of the

Board present constituting a quorum or by a majority of the votes cast if by email or mail ballot.

ARTICLE VII

     Said Hall of Fame is organized exclusively for educational purposes, including for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE VIII

     No part of the earnings of the Hall of Fame shall inure to the benefit of or be distributed to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons, except that the Hall of Fame shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments, and distribution in furtherance of the purposes of the Hall of Fame.  No substantial part of the activities of the Hall of Fame shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation and the Hall of Fame shall not participate on, or take part in any political campaign on behalf of any Board member for public office.  Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the Hall of Fame shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by an association exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code or (b) by an association, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170 (c) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE IX

     Under the dissolution of the Hall of Fame, the Board shall, after paying or making provisions for the payment of all the liabilities of the Hall of Fame, dispose of all the liabilities of the Hall of Fame, dispose of all the assets of the Hall of Fame exclusively for the purpose of the Hall of Fame in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) as the Board of  Directors shall determine.
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
